Dear Parents,

It doesn’t seem possible that the first week of school is so close!  We are looking forward to many exciting things happening this year, one of which is the reason for this letter.
At the beginning of the school year, the High School has traditionally taken time out of the academic schedule to make a spiritual commitment and to get acquainted with teachers and classmates.  This year, students in grades 9-12 will have the opportunity to do so during our retreat at Camp Li-Lo-Li, scheduled for September 15-16.  The theme for this year is “Mighty through God” The weapons we fight with are not the weapons of the world. On the contrary, they have divine power to demolish strongholds. We demolish arguments and every pretension that sets itself up against the knowledge of God, and we take captive every thought to make it obedient to Christ. 2 Corinthians 10:4-5.
We will be traveling by bus to Camp Li-Lo-Li in Randolph, NY.  The cost this year is $75 per student.  The students value this retreat and we think it is important to continue this tradition.  Payment (checks payable to CCA), along with the signed permission slip and signed medical treatment release form must be returned by Friday, September 9.  Please remember that verbal permission is NOT acceptable.  By having all money and forms in on time, you greatly assist us in having everything organized for the retreat.
Some of the activities that the students will be participating in during the retreat include:  a ropes course, climbing towers, canoeing, paddle boating, volleyball, hiking, a bon-fire, and scheduled devotional times.  Meals at the camp (and they are good!) are included in the price.  However, there is a camp store where students may buy snacks if they desire.  Any money brought by students is their responsibility.

We will leave school on Thursday, September 15 at about 9:00 a.m.  Students should arrive at school at their normal time.  We will return to school on Friday, September 16, at the normal dismissal time. 

Students will need to bring the following items:  (PLEASE LABEL EVERYTHING)

Bible & notebook 

Swimsuit & towel                                                       

Plastic bag for wet things 

Sleeping bag (or blanket & sheet) & pillow (preferably in a labeled garbage bag)

Warm clothing for cooler weather (nights can be chilly!)

Towel, washcloth, soap, toothpaste, etc.

Flashlight

A change of sneakers or shoes in case of rain

Rain gear
Students are not permitted to bring any walkie-talkies, video games, i-pods, or any items which would be inappropriate for a Christian camp setting.  Jeans, appropriate T-shirts (without writing), shorts (modest) and caps are acceptable.

Since the purpose of the retreat is to build relationships, only positive, encouraging behavior will be allowed.  If a student is a behavior problem or is involved in any type of “initiation” of other students, the parent will be called to pick him/her up at camp.

We’re looking forward to a great time at Camp Li-Lo-Li. For emergency situations only, the number to Camp Li-Lo-Li is 945-4900.
